A new six-year strategic plan was initiated in Melbourne, Australia with activities and goals to raise the scope and effectiveness of Crime Stoppers around the world, solidify the current relationships with law enforcement agencies such as the FBI, Scotland Yard and Interpol and increase the corporate partnerships to better exchange data and information between programs to increase the cases solved.

Region 1 is Crime Stoppers USA, Inc. CSUSA is a non-profit corporation whose mission is to offer all Crime Stopper type programs in the United States the services that they once received from CSI.  We encourage all programs that are not members to join.  Currently our membership fee is $25.00 to all programs who are currently CSI members and to those who are not CSI members the cost depends on the population category you represent.  It is based on the same dues structure as CSI.  CSUSA, Inc. will be the best investment your program can make for its future.  The national program has formulated its budget, and a five-year plan.  We believe that we will be able to offer all member programs benefits that will compliment your local program.
