1) Call to Order – President

2) Roll Call –

3) Approval of Minutes – March 20, 2006 - Viney/Shock -Motion/2nd – Approved unanimously.
4) President’s Report – Elaine Cloyd 
· The CSUSA banned has been retrieved and in her possession.

FBI-Leeda:  Elaine met with Mr. Tom Stone, Executive Director in Memphis, TN along with 
the airport Police Chief.  They discussed the possibility of how our board and their National 
board could work together.  The new President of FBI-Leeda is from northern Kansas.

The Charleston conference went well with introductions made to many programs.  Russ and 
Karen Handley were very helpful and assisted in working at the booth to answer insurance 
questions.  Conference surveys were also distributed.  Ms. Cloyd asked the treasurer if he 
wanted to pay the registration fee directly or reimburse her for the amount.  Mr. Abrams said he 
would get back with her.  Cloyd talked with Jeff Penn, Montgomery County, MD to serve as a 
possible Regional Director or state liaison.  He will advise after his board meeting.  We also 
need a Regional Director or a liaison for the NC area, as there are approximately 92 programs 
in NC.

Kroger/Hershey: Kroger reported that they were sorry about the procedure jumble up, but it 
was reported that 68,904 candy bars were sold, making a total of $13,780.90 in revenue 
collected.  This would work out to about $215.33 to each participating program.  This is quite a 
bit less than expected, but this was the first fund raising project and it will cover most of the 
member program’s dues for the states that participated.  The checks, one from Kroger and one 
from Hershey will be sent to Mr. Abrams for his distribution.  Mrs. Jones is to send the 
qualified paid program information to Mr. Abrams.

Purdue Pharma:  We received the agreement back from the attorney with all of their changes.  
After setting an appointment to go over the changes, Aaron decided to put the partnership on 
hold at this time.

Shred-It:  Many programs across the USA participated in this project.  It was noted that the 
programs that provided more media coverage were more successful.  A project summary will 
be done.  It was also pointed out that many programs had not had any personal contact with 
Crime Stoppers USA and that personal phone calls to programs are a must.   We need to keep 
working on the updating of correct contact information.

US Alliance:  Although we already received our trademark from the US Trademark and Patent 
Office, we also received back a signed consent agreement from US Alliance with a note saying.

Ms. Cloyd reported that she had received a letter of resignation from Margaret Cooper, 
resigning from the Crime Stoppers USA, Inc. Board of Directors.  The board agreed with 
regrets to accept this letter of resignation.

Motion to approve $100 for an appreciation gift for Mrs. Cooper for all that she has done for Crime Stoppers USA, Inc. She was with CSUSA from the beginning and gave tirelessly of her support ant participation.  Schmidt/Roper – Motion/2nd, Approved unanimously.
It was determined that Mr. Schmidt will continue to serve as a CSUSA voting representative on the CSI Board of Directors through the pre-conference board meeting in Albuquerque.

5) Financial Report – Scott Abrams – (See emailed report)
Mr. Abrams went over the emailed report. Net Income for March was $10,921.47, and for the first quarter, $27,058.10.  Checks written for March totaled $4,288.53, with the two large checks going to Richard Carter of $2,026.57, and the CSI Dues of $2,052 making up most of the total.  Abrams also noted that the required report maintaining the 501© (3) status for Crime Stoppers USA, Inc. had been mailed and that he had received confirmation.
