3) Approval of June 23-24, 2006 Minutes –

4) Financial Report- Scott Abrams
Scott Abrams advised that the July Financial Report was not ready yet and would be emailed to the board.
5) Member Program Update- Elaine Cloyd
Elections - After some discussion it was decided that one vote for a program coordinator would be acceptable and not distinguish between law enforcement and civilian coordinators for this election.
