3) SAFE 2 TELL Program – Susan Payne, Executive Director
Ms. Payne talked about the Safe 2 Tell Program and was invited to make the presentation so the board could become more familiar with the program to see if it would be a good alliance with Crime Stoppers going forward.  She noted that she works with eleven different school districts.  Working in alliance with the Colorado AGs office, they are operating under the Colorado State Crime Stoppers 501(c)(3) and bylaws that have been updated for the Safe 2 Tell Program, and funded by a large grant.  The program is kid oriented to help kids be pro-active and know when to report a crime or suspected crime including bullying.  (A bully is someone that takes pleasure in hurting other kids.)  The program has paid out 237 times on tips that helped crime from happening.

A lot of the schools in Colorado do not have SROs or DARE Officers; therefore Safe 2 Tell has helped out in these schools.

Ms. Payne used some of the ideas from Larry Wieda’s Scholastic Program and some from Jim DeFago’s Student Crime Stoppers Program and other Crime Stoppers guidelines to put the Safe 2 Tell Program together.  

Safe 2 Tell holds monthly board meetings.  They have a 1-800-Safe2Tell phone number.  The program is funded for three more years by the State of Colorado.

The program is getting ready to do a new printing of brochure and advertisement material and would like to add the Crime Stoppers name in the future if the organizations work together.

Ms. Cloyd thanked Ms. Payne for the presentation and said the board would further discuss this and get back with her.

Ms. Cloyd stated that there are two separate issues:

1.  Does Safe 2 Tell qualify for future membership to Crime Stoppers USA as a state program or associate member?
     
2.   Does this program work well with student Crime Stoppers programs?

The subject was tabled until the Crime Stoppers USA post board meeting.

4) Nominations Chair – Margaret Jones
Currently there are 262 paid programs to Crime Stoppers USA.

Ballots were mailed out to all qualified programs on July 31, 2006.  To date, 175 out of 522 ballots have been returned for counting.  All programs that are in attendance that have not voted should go by the Crime Stoppers USA Booth and pick up a ballot.  

Mr. Kmatz with Reynolds Hix Accounting firm has counted the ballots that have been received so far and will take the final ballots on Wednesday, October 4, 2006 and tally all the votes.

Frank Boyd is the uncontested Region 6 Director replacing Mike Johnson.  Both are from Jackson, Tenn.  Mr. Boyd stood to be recognized.

Next, Estela Quintanilla has submitted her application for Region 10 (Texas); she was asked to stand and introduce herself.  She is the Scholastic Coordinator for Laredo Campus Crime Stoppers.  James Taliaferro has submitted his application for Crime Stoppers USA Board Member.  He is out of Shreveport, LA.  He has also been asked to serve as Membership Chairman.

Mr. Taliaferro and Ms. Quintanilla were asked to step out of the room so the board could vote on their membership application. 

Motion – To accept Mr. Taliaferro and Ms. Quintanilla to the Board, pending approval of their background checks.  Motion/2nd Margaret Jones/Kevin Viney.  Unanimously passed.

There are still openings in Regions 1, 2, 3, 4, 8, and 13.  Anyone interested in serving needs to contact Margaret Jones and get an application.

Ms. Cloyd thanked Mrs. Jones for her report and her work as Nominations Chair.

5) Web Site, Scott Abrams, Chair
Scott Abrams and his committee, Kevin Viney, Margaret Jones, John Roper, Kevin Anderson and Elaine Cloyd have researched 12-14 vendors.  On a conference call in September the committee narrowed the vendors down to 6 qualified web masters.  After further follow-up, the committee narrowed the list to the top three rated firms.   Scott Abrams has worked with Kevin Anderson for input as they re-contact the three finalists to ask for another look at lowering the cost of their services.  The committee will meet again to choose the final firm.

6) Conference Survey Report – Scott Abrams
Some of the top items on the survey were:

· Attend Conferences – Every 1 or 2 years

· Awards – yes

· Time of Conference – Fall

· What is important to you in attending a conference: Fee’s and training topics

· Crime Stoppers School Programs

· Ability to net work with state and local programs

· Have handouts or put information on CD’s

· Cost, most departments are on a limited budget

John Roper stated that as long as we were talking about training and conferences, he wanted to report that Mississippi State Crime Stoppers has offered to host a 2007 Conference.  Marti Morgan, Vice Chair for the Mississippi Crime Stoppers Advisory Council has said she can get the location and very good prices.

Jan Schmidt noted that he appreciated the offer but when the board met in Kansas City they agreed they would wait until 2008 to hold National Training.  He submitted to the board to look at Regional Training and wait until 2008 to have a National Training Conference.

Motion – To accept the offer from Mississippi Motion/2nd John Roper/Jack Sullivan  During discussion, it was pointed out that this was the first time most of the board had been introduced to the offer and at this time we have no details such as liability issues, contract details, or designated financing for a training conference.  There was a call for the motion which failed three for and six against.

Motion – For a committee to meet with the delegates from Mississippi during the conference to discuss possibility of training at a future date.  Contract details were to be worked out and then brought back to the board.  
Motion/2nd John Roper/Jack Sullivan Motion carried with two opposed.

John Roper, Jan Schmidt, Scott Abrams, Mike Van Houten, Harvey Hilvitz, and James Chambers agreed to serve on the committee.  It was pointed out that Crime Stoppers USA will be responsible for holding the CSI Conference on USA soil again in 2012.

7) Other Business
Kevin Anderson will provide training on CSIM at 1:00PM Tuesday at the CSUSA Booth.  Each Board Member and Regional Director needs to attend.
