3) Board Appointments
Margaret Jones, Nominations Chair recommended the following individuals for appointments, Teresa Miller – California, Regional Director; Thomas Kern, Coordinator of Crime Stoppers of Central Indiana, Board Member; and James Chambers, Roseville, CA, Board Member. 

Motion –  To approve candidates pending a background checks.  Motion/2nd Margaret Jones/Jack Sullivan. Unanimously passed.

Margaret Jones introduced Greg Willey of Polk County Crime Stoppers, Des Moines IA, as an appointment for Region 8 Director. 

Motion  - To approve Greg Willey pending a background check.  Motion/2nd Margaret Jones/Kevin Viney.  Unanimously passed. 

4) CSI Appointments 
President Cloyd announced appointments to CSI including her as President, Kevin Viney as Member at Large, and asked for nominations from the floor for a third and final appointment. Scott Abrams and Jan Schmidt were both recommended and with the nominations closed Abrams asked to be withdrawn for consideration. Jan Schmidt was then voted as a third member. 
5) Training

Training Chair, Jan Schmidt announced that Jackson Mississippi volunteered to host a 2007 CSUSA Training Conference. Much discussion followed.  There was a suggestion for a $150 registration fee. Schmidt recommended that a contract be presented to the board for consideration by Mississippi. Jack Sullivan stated the Mississippi State Association would be responsible for the conference. Kenneth Wheeler – Executive Director of the Mississippi State Crime Stoppers Council spoke to the board about his board’s commitment to host the conference. Accommodations were suggested at the Grand Hotel starting at a $59 government rate, with dates of Sunday through Wednesday favored. Arrival via the Memphis airport would require a half hour drive to the hotel. Discussion continued as to the accommodations and room occupancy with over 6,000 rooms available in 8 hotels. The host hotel has over 1,600 rooms alone. Expectations from MS is that programs will attend and not stick MS with any cost. Jan Schmidt stressed that an April/May or summer timeline would be best. 

Motion – For the Mississippi State Crime Stoppers Council to submit a conference contract as soon as 10 days from now.  Motion/2nd Jan Schmidt/Jack Sullivan.

Jan Schmidt also request three different dates to choose from. 

Motion passed with one dissention.
Clyde Atkinson from Tennessee spoke with concern about getting more members on board for the conferences. He recommends that Mississippi give a discount to paid members of USA for their registration. Cal Erb suggested that all new members pay only 50% of the registration fee.
6) Budget – Scott Abrams

Treasurer Scott Abrams asked Committee chairs to submit 2007 budgets requests.  Abrams expressed the need for a proposal to present to CSI for budget purposes. CSUSA is now sending $85.00/program to CSI annually. Based on 275 programs, $23,500 would be sent to CSI.  Currently, Nation/Regions with less than 100 programs pay $250/program annually to CSI.  Canada and the USA both have more than 100 programs, and  are suppose to pay $125/program.  Canada pays that amount for approximately 114 programs.  They will probably never have many more programs than that number.  Ideas to bring us up to that level were discussed. Scott Abrams suggested a tiered dues system to better comply with other nations.  We would pay $125 for the first 100 programs we would pay $125, $60 for the next 100 paid programs, and $40 for all additional programs.
Motion – To pay annual dues to CSI based on the tiered system; $125/program for the first 100 programs, $60/program for the next 100, and $40/program for all additional paid members.  Motion/2nd Scott Abrams/Jack Sullivan.  Unanimously passed 

7) Other Business

President Cloyd asked for a recommendation on meeting times for the board and it suggested that the third Monday of each month starting at 3;00 p.m. CST be continued.

8) Adjournment 

A motion by Jan Schmidt for adjournment at 3:21 p.m. and seconded by Margaret Jones ended the meeting.
