TELECONFERENCE MEETING

March 19, 2007 – 3:00PM CST

1) Call to Order – President 3:02pm
2) Roll Call – Secretary - Elaine Cloyd, Jan VanHouten; Jack Sullivan; Dave Shock; Jan Schmidt (left call early); Kevin Viney; Margaret Jones; Scott Abrams; James Chambers and guest Tami Lawlor.
3) Approval of EC Minutes November 20, 2006 – Jones/Shock Motion/2nd to approve. Unanimously approved.

4) Dues Update –Margaret Jones -  
To date there are 136 dues paid memberships to Crime Stoppers USA. Emails have been sent to all Crime Stoppers Programs that paid membership dues in 2006, but have not paid in 2007.

5) Training/Conference Update  - 
There was considerable discussion in regard to training issues which took up the majority of the teleconference.

Kevin Viney – The Crime Stoppers USA/Kansas Crime Stoppers Association/Salina/Saline County Crime Stoppers combined training conference April 22-24, 2007 in Salina, Ks. is moving forward.  Emails were sent out to all programs in CSIM including the registration form and agenda.  $1,250 has been requested from MCA Foundation out of the $5,000 unrestricted training grant received from Purdu Pharma for Crime Stoppers USA training conferences by the Midwest Conference.  Their budget shows that with the grant the registration fee will cover expenses and bottom line reflects a $26 net.

James Chambers stated that he was approached by San Jose, Ca to have Crime Stoppers USA as a part of their training conference October 2, 2007.  Mr. Schmidt noted that we need to pick and choose how many training conferences we are involved in.  Scott Abrams said California would be a good conference to support as they have had trouble organizing training and getting attendance in the past.    
Tami Lawlor, assisting Mr. Sullivan in setting up the training conference in Orlando, Florida said she is working with the Grovesner Resort Organization.  Approximately $100 has been targeted for registration and a hotel rate has not yet been established.  They have set June 26-29, 2007 for the conference.  The question was asked how much money would Crime Stoppers USA be providing for the training conference?  It was pointed out that at this time $1,250.00 has been requested from MCA Foundation out of the $5,000.00 for Midwest training and that the same $1,250.00 would be appropriate for the Florida training conference.
Mr. Viney asked if Crime Stoppers USA would be involved in the training.   Mr. Sullivan reported that he has asked trainers previously used by CSI.   He always goes through Richard Carter for legal advice on handling procedures and would contact Richard about the conference training.  Also MCA Foundation is part of the training, as well as DEA, and other government groups who will be participating at cost. 

It was agreed that the Crime Stoppers USA Training Committee needs to work through the committee job descriptions, which has been put off since November so the board would know how a training conference should be lined up.

After considering all aspects by the Executive Committee and Training Committee, a budget for the Florida Training Conference was requested.  Chairman Cloyd will email MCA Foundation requesting the funds from them for the Training Conferences.   After hearing back from MCA Foundation she will then forward the information to Mr. Sullivan and Ms. Lawlor.

6) Web Site Update – 
Mr. Abrams reported that he is in the process of going over the templates provided by Stellar Systems.
7) Other 1-800 Number - 
Chairman Cloyd reported that she had heard from Warren Miller and he now is working with Crime Stoppers programs across the United States and that over sixty-one(61)million people are now covered by the 800#, approximately 1/3 of the USA population.
