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Board and Committee Issues
· Since Crime Stoppers USA is very interested in broadening the presence of Crime Stoppers in schools throughout the US, a letter of agreement was sent to Larry Wieda in regard to Scholastic Crime Stoppers as we would like to include the Scholastic Crime Stoppers format as a recommended concept that Crime Stoppers USA would support.  The letter will serve as a confidentiality agreement and states that Crime Stoppers USA and The Crime Stoppers USA School Crime Stoppers Committee and Board are agreeable in assisting with the updating, trademark, and promoting of Scholastic Crime Stoppers.  While we are working on the updates, we agree to maintain confidentiality of the information provided, such as the power point, new posters and other materials, and not share with outside parties until the package is ready to be released.  However, it was acknowledged that copies of the earlier manual have had wide distribution within the network for many years.

· In light of the new legislation being proposed that will expand funding to states under the School Safety Enhancements Act of 2007 (Introduced this spring in Senate Bill S 677), the Virginia Tech violence, and the fact school safety has become an emotional issue that has shot to the forefront of national and local public sentiment, Crime Stoppers needs to be ready to tout the success of our many school programs. An email was sent out to all programs and to all known emails in CSIM to collect data from our programs throughout the US so we have statistics readily available to use nationally and at the local level, and background information and statistics to use for grants.  I am pleased with the initial response we have received from the programs.
· In answer to an introduction made by Greg Willey, a position paper was drafted for Target to give them a back ground on Safe School initiatives, information on school crimes, and advise how the Crime Stoppers concepts and programs work to address these initiatives.  The document addressed our interest in expanding our 800 number and web tips into schools around the nation.  It was stated that Crime Stoppers USA would like to work together as part of a corporate team, to formulate the implementation, marketing, and funding to fill the gaps that currently exist in the school Crime Stoppers network to bring the Crime Stoppers concept and anonymous, secure communication tools to all campuses throughout the country.  I was contacted by Kyla Palmer, Target Assets Protection, Government & Community Partnerships, and a conference call has been set for July 10 to provide more about our organization and discuss potential future opportunities.
· Teri Whitcraft, ABC News Law & Justice Unit followed up again to say that they were also going to solicit shorted cases to be featured along with the longer Cold Cases for Prime Time Live.  The series will start in August and they would like to be able to include Crime Stoppers so they can help establish the name and brand for Crime Stoppers.  I put another email series out to the member programs to let them know that ABC is particularly looking for cases that have visuals available.
Telecommunications and Insurance
· Warren Miller continues to work on programming and will be attending the Eastern Conference in June.
· Russ and Karen Handley attended the Midwest Conference and were going on to visit with our insurance carrier immediately following.  They will be evaluating all of our policies for price and coverage.

· CSIM updates continue to be made.
· The New Program Check List is ready to send to potential programs and members.  It can also be used by established programs for evaluation purposes.  Not all supporting documents are ready but will be soon.
· A letter was sent to John Lamb in appreciation for accepting the job to help reestablish the Oklahoma State Crime Stoppers program.  He was one of the delegates from Oklahoma that attended the Midwestern Conference.  Since that time, he has been making contacts throughout the state, worked on reestablishing the 501(c) 3, and started a web site.
