Executive Committee Meeting

October 26, 2010

Roll Call:  K. Scott Abrams, John Lamb, Elaine Cloyd, Bob Mooney, Estela Quintanilla,  Jan Van Houten, Richard Carter
Chairman K. Scott Abrams called the meeting to order at 12:05 CST.

Review of the 2010 Conference

Scott Abrams said that we did receive some accounting for the CSUSA conference from Provident Travel however there was not much detail with it.  Scott wants to review the registration fees collected in comparison with the expenses. Scott felt that we need to see what each registrant paid and would like to see backup on all expenses. There were some costs that totaled $7900 without any documentation that he would like more information about. He suggested we also see the final hotel bill. After much discussion Scott was asked to contact Provident Travel and ask for back up on expenses, the final hotel bill and a break down of registration fees.  He will include Tami Lawlor and Richard Carter on that email.
2011 Conference

Richard Carter said that the Marriott Doral in Miami has agreed to let us rescind our contract with them without penalty.  Scott Abrams said we have several requests from programs willing to host the conference in 2011.  Pueblo Colorado, Grand Rapids, MI and Detroit, Mi have all offered to host the conference.  We need a bidding process as well as a selection process.  Since we have less than 8 months to go, perhaps the Board should just make the selection this year.  It’s very important to have a local program on Board.  Elaine asked for discussion on how our conference committee would interface with the Program hosting the conference.  There should be some oversight on financials and registration as well as training modules.  John Lamb said we need to make the decision quickly because the Target Grant is due and since the grant is for the conference, we need to let them know where the conference will be.  The Board decided to pursue going to Pueblo and instructed the conference committee to begin working with Pueblo, CO Crime Stoppers on this.
Resource Development

Data Dots – John Lamb said that the web site is being worked on by David Barnes and Kevin Anderson and should be up and running very soon.
Visa Card – They are working on the web site and it should be up shortly.  As soon as it’s up and running, we will do a promotional campaign to educate the member programs about this opportunity.
Motorola Grant – The Not for Profit Resource Center found that our grant request to Motorola was due last week.  Scott and John had a call with Motorola shortly after the conference and they asked when the next grant was due. The Motorola representatives told them that they would email them with that information but did not. 
After learning about the due date the day before it was due, John called Motorola and asked for an extension. The $50,000 grant request is done, thanks to the Not For Profit Research Center and is due today..   Motorola did indicate on the call that they wanted to be more involved with CSUSA so Elaine will contact them to see where we can plug them in. 
Target Grant – Target contacted CSUSA and asked us to apply for a $15,000 grant for our conference.
UDAP Pepper Spray – John has done some research on this company and likes what he has seen.  This endorsement means at least $3500 to CSUSA.  Elaine Cloyd made a motion to go forward on this with Richard’s help.  Richard did write up a Hold Harmless Agreement for us and the UDAP representatives have agreed to it.  John Lamb seconded the motion and the motion passed.

Not For Profit Resource Center – John said this company has assisted us with grants and have helped us by sending out the training certificates from the conference.  John would like to begin using them.  Scott suggested we get a proposal from them outlining responsibilities and costs associated with those responsibilities.  John will work to secure that proposal.

Legal Services Agreement for 2011

Judge Carter was excused from the meeting so the Board could discuss this.  Scott explained the dollar amount has not changed.  Elaine moved that we accept this agreement for contract services from Richard Carter and Bob Mooney seconded it.  Scott explained that we reimburse Richard for his expenses related to CSUSA.  The motion carried.

National Insurance Crime Bureau 

Scott asked if we had a partnership with the National Insurance Crime Bureau.  Chris Cameron said we had a MOU with them.  Someone called Scott to ask if we had a relationship with them so Chris said she’d send out the MOU to the Executive Committee. Richard Carter should have all the MOUs that we have with different organizations.

Crime Stoppers Booth
John Lamb made a motion that we approve the purchase of a Crime Stoppers Booth and Cloths to be used at meetings and conferences the Board attends.  Elaine Cloyd seconded the motion and the motion passed.  Elaine said she would submit artwork to the Board for the Board’s approval.

Jan Van Houten made a motion to adjourn the meeting and Elaine seconded it.  The meeting was adjourned at 1 p.m.
