President Gary called the meeting to order at 10.50 am

Motion to approve Agenda made by Scott Abrams and seconded by Jim Arenovski, and carried

Motion to approve minutes of Annual General Meeting of August 6, 2008, made by Peter Price, seconded by Jan Schmidt, and carried.

No errors or omissions noted, and no business arising from the minutes.

Treasurer’s report presented by Glen Bailey

Motion to accept and approve Treasurer’s report as presented made by Glen bailey, seconded by Scott Abrams, and carried.

Glen Bailey moved that Deloitte & Touche, Saskatoon be appointed CSI Auditors for 2010, seconded by Michael Gordon-Gibson and carried.
Approval of Resolutions re proposed by law changes as follows:

Moved by Tony Carter, seconded by Tom Kern and carried as follows

Resolved that the bylaws of the Corporation be amended by adding the following definitions:

Observer Program: a Corporation or Trust or other legal entity in a community, municipality, county, state, province, nation or region, or a reasonably similar autonomous entity, organized or incorporated with the objective of developing operations that will comply with the Minimum Standards of Crime Stoppers International, and that has been recognized by the board of Directors as an Observer Program.

Observer Region: a collective made up of all Observer Programs recognized by the Board of Directors from time to time, together with any regular Member Programs that are not located within any Region.

 Moved by Peter Price, seconded by Ron Conlin and carried as follows:

RESOLVED that the By-laws of the Corporation be further amended by adding the following as By-Law 5.2:

5.2 Observer Members may be recognized by the Board of Directors from time to time, and shall be considered to be Non-Voting Members of the Corporation, provided that an Observer Member may retain observer status for a term of two years. In extenuating circumstances the Board of Directors may by resolution renew the observer status of an Observer Member at the end of its term.

 Moved by Scott Abrams seconded by Prudence Gentles and carried as follows:

RESOLVED that By-Law 10 is repealed and replaced with the following:

10. The annual fees for member programs that are not members of their Regional Corporation or who are Corporate or Associate/Alumni or Observer Members shall be determined annually by the Board of Directors. Individual Honorary Members will pay no fees.

       (Note: adds “Observer Members” to the existing By-Law 10)

Moved by Tony Carter and seconded by Tom Kern and carried as follows:

RESOLVED that the By-laws of the Corporation be further amended by adding the following as By-law 22.3:

22.3 The Board of Directors of Crime Stoppers International may appoint up to three Non-Voting Directors to the Board to represent the Observer Region.

Moved by Bob Brown, seconded by Peter Price and carried as follows:

RESOLVED that the By-laws of the Corporation be further amended by adding the following as By-law 77.1:

77.1 For the purpose of these By-laws, the Observer Region is established, comprised of the Observer Members recognized by the Board of Directors from time to time, together with any Members in good standing that are determined by the Directors not to come within an established Region under By-law 77

Moved by Scott Abrams and seconded by Jim Arenovski and carried as follows:

To remove ambiguity in existing By-laws as to term limits for members of the executive

RESOLVED that By-Law 38 is repealed and replaced with the following By-Laws 38 and 38.1:

38. The officers of the Corporation shall hold office for a term of two years from their election or      appointment, or until their successors are elected or appointed in their stead, unless their term as a Director expires before that time. Officers shall be subject to removal by resolution of the Board at any time.

             38.1 The Board may at any time appoint an officer from their number to fill a vacancy in the         
           Executive Committee.

By law changes have now been properly passed in accordance with established legal process and will take effect going forward.

President Gary then introduced Yusuf Abramjee from South Africa Crime Stoppers program and also welcomed, Moonoo Vineshku and Attie Lamprecht also from South Africa.
South Africa was formally welcomed to the CSI Board table under the new Observer Region status just approved by the bylaw changes passed.

President Gary formally accepted the declaration of status from South Africa Crime Stoppers wherein they have confirmed compliance with CSI’s Certification standards for a Region/Nation/Program.

Yusuf then made brief comments indicating their pleasure in being formally part of the CSI family and indicated they were looking forward to contributing further to the global efforts of Crime Stoppers.

President Gary then called up John O’Reilly President of Nova Scotia, to formally sign the official contract to Host the 2010 CSI Training Conference in Halifax Nova Scotia Canada on August 23rd to 25th inclusive 2010.

President John O’Reilly then presented President Gary with the license fee Cheque for deposit in accordance with the terms of the contract.

President Gary then provided his President’s report which proved those in attendance with an update on activity at the International level for the past year and also an indication of some of the things which are being worked on moving forward. In particular he mentioned the establishment of a program for the very first time in Mexico, in particular in Juarez a very high crime city due to drug cartel activity.

President Gary then asked if there were any comments or questions from the floor.

Ron Conlin mentioned that the Annual meeting was a great and informative meeting and handled very well. Ron referenced some of the past meetings he has attended which have not been as well run.

Scott Abrams then made a motion to adjourn at 11.30 am, seconded by Tony Carter, carried.
