· Crime Stoppers of Michigan – asked for information on Text A Tip Program.

· Grant County Crime Stoppers – had a question about an issue at one of their schools and wanted advice.
List of non-member programs and individuals contacted.    Subject discussed.

· Saginaw/Bay County Crime Stoppers – John Lamb forwarded a tipster to me that had left a tip for Saginaw Crime Stoppers or so he thought.  The tipster called a phone number and someone answered Hello.  When asked if this was Crime Stoppers the person on the phone said yes.  Shortly thereafter, the tipster received a threat because he had opened his mouth.  The tipster obviously got the wrong phone number.  I have  spent hours with this tipster and finally got the IRS to work with him and I told this tipster that since he is now working with police he will no longer be considered an anonymous Crime Stoppers tipster.  Hopefully, everyone will be satisfied with this.
· I did a teleconference with two Michigan State Police command officers about how to set up a Crime Stoppers Program.  This program will be in Petoskey, MI and they are motivated to get it set up.  I will continue to work with them and they have expressed interest in attending the conference.   

· Kalamazoo County Crime Stoppers asked for our reward authorization chart and continue to call for forms, graphics and help.
