Executive Committee Meeting

September 15, 2010

The meeting was called to order at 12:02 p.m. by Chairman K. Scott Abrams.  There were a few pressing issues the Executive Board needed to talk about.  They include:

2011 Conference In Miami
· Scott Abrams emailed the contract CSUSA has with the Doral Marriott to all Executive Board Members.  He said there were issues regarding the contract and the timing of the conference. We have a signed agreement with the Doral Marriott but the Board feels that they do not want to have the conference in Miami at the end of August in 2011.  Richard said the contract appears to be an agreement between Provident Travel and the Doral Marriott but Provident may not want to continue working with CSUSA because of the change in leadership.  We have several reasons for not wanting to go there but we don’t want to look like we are walking away from our commitment. Richard said we need to be as truthful as possible and just need to indicate that we can’t hold the conference on that date at that location.  After much discussion, Chris Cameron made a motion to let Richard Carter handle the severing of the contract/agreement because he is the expert and Bob Mooney seconded the motion which passed.

· The question was asked what we should do with Provident Travel and Richard said we don’t have a contract with them but should notify them as a courtesy.  
Elaine Cloyd said Provident Travel has not sent us the names and the addresses of those that attended the 2010 conference although they indicated they would send them to us right away. Although attendees were promised they would get their attendance certificates before they left the conference, they did not so this board cannot send them out until we know who actually attended.  
· Scott Abrams said if we are not going to go to the Doral, we need to figure out if we will hold our own conference or partner with a regional conference.  John Lamb said at the AGM, members said that if CSUSA did not keep the continuity of a yearly conference, local programs and police departments might cut it from their budget.  Elaine said she will talk to members of the Southeast Region about partnering with them at their conference is April in the Washington DC area.  Many Board members felt that we need to try to develop a stronger relationship with the Southeast Region.  Elaine made motion that she, Scott Abrams and Bob Mooney have a conference call with Tim Murphy and Joey Hudson about a possible alliance with the Southeast Region and their conference in April of 2011.  James Chambers seconded the motion and it passed. 
Web Site

· The CSUSA web site has been receiving a large number of hits and requests for information from the public.  Currently those requests are still going to Tom Kern.  Scott Abrams, John Lamb, Chris Cameron and Margaret Jones should be receiving those requests from now on. In the past the Vice-Chair this has been part of the Vice-Chairman’s duties and is included in the Vice Chairman’s report. The website is going through some transition as it is moving from Stellar to Ellis Cain.  
· John Lamb has been speaking with Kevin Anderson about email addresses for all board members that would have the crimestoppersusa.com address.  Kevin found a company that can offer this for $2 per month per address.  Our web site host is Go daddy and they charge much more. John suggested that funds designated for Communications under the Motorola Grant pay for this.  John made a motion to work with Kevin to get email addresses that end with crimestoppersusa.com, for the Board.  Bob Mooney seconded it and the motion carried. 
· Chris Cameron indicated that Crime Scene Info takes calls from people wanting information about CSUSA and currently Crime Scene Info is sending all those calls to her.  She indicated that given the volume of those phone calls, it will be difficult for her to keep being the point of contact.  Bob Mooney generously offered to take those phone calls, screen those calls and pass them on to the appropriate person.

Competing Organizations

· In the past Kevin Anderson has shared there is talk that competing Crime Stoppers organizations could pop up. Scott Abrams wanted to make the Board aware of this and encourage them to share that kind of information if they heard about it.  Chris suggested that a note to all the members of CSUSA introducing the new board and letting them know of our goals might be a good way to head this off.  Scott said as soon as he can maneuver Wild Apricot a bit better so he will send a letter to the membership.  
International Chiefs of Police Conference

· John Lamb said that Data Dots has a booth for the International Association of Chiefs of Police conference in Orlando, Florida and has offered to have our information at their booth.  Our history with the IACP is long.  Barb Bergin’s Chief of Police is hosting this conference and perhaps we should get her in touch with Dave Barnes and make sure she’s there.  Bob Mooney said we should also extend ourselves to the National Sheriff Association and the National Association of Chiefs of Police.
