· Advertising Expense – We need to get the word out.  The Advertising Committee is planning on putting advertisments in several periodicles from the Sherrifs Association, Chiefs of Police Association and the IACP to name a few.  Also, printing of brochures and other advertising items.

· CSUSA Conference Expense – This is for miscelaneous expenses from the board for the 2011 conference.  These could include travel expenses for the CSI Chairman, separate printing costs, etc….
