More than 300 independent Crime Stoppers programs throughout America are members of Crime Stoppers USA.   People provide anonymous tips on the whereabouts of wanted felons to Crime Stoppers.  They often receive a cash reward for their tips.  Crime Stopper tips have resulted in more than one million arrests.  These arrests provide an important sense of justice to victims.

Crime Stoppers USA will help honor Crime Victims’ Rights Week with:

· A 30-second radio commercial
· Announcements on the Crime Stoppers USA website, Facebook page and Twitter feed
· Online ads that will reach approximately 5,000 people

In addition, Crime Stoppers USA will encourage our 300 members to promote this event locally.

More than two million Americans age 12 and older were victims of violent crime in 2019, according to the National Crime Victimization Survey.  An additional 12.8 million were victims of property crimes.  

The Office for Victims of Crime (OVC), part of the Justice Department’s Office of Justice Programs, supports more than 7,000 local victim assistance programs and victim compensation programs in every state and U.S. territory.  Funds for these programs come from the Crime Victims Fund, which is made up of federal fines, penalties and bond forfeitures.
