The following are examples of statements that may be used as models in preparing a bequest or trust designation.  

Specific Bequest—Unrestricted Use

“I give (the sum of $___________) (the following described property:  _______________________________________) to (Crime Stoppers of the United States of America, Inc.)  (or, insert name of other Crime Stoppers organization), a non-profit, 501 (c ) (3) corporation of the State of (Delaware) (or other State), to be used to further its purposes as the Board of Directors in their discretion may deem appropriate.”

Specific Bequest—Restricted Use

“I give (the sum of $_________) (the following described property:  ___________________________________) to (Crime Stoppers of the United States of America, Inc.) (or, insert name of other Crime Stoppers organization), a non-profit, 501 (c ) (3) corporation of the State of (Delaware) (or other State).  This bequest may be combined with the Crime Stoppers organization’s other funds for purposes of investment and reinvestment and shall be used by the Crime Stoppers organization in support of a (insert a specific area of interest).

If at any time in the judgment of the Board of Directors of the Crime Stoppers organization it is impractical or impossible to carry out this purpose, then the Board of Directors may use this bequest for other purposes as shall be determined by the Board of Directors to be consistent with my interests and intentions.”

Residuary Bequest—Unrestricted Use

Specific Bequest—Restricted Use and for Endowment
