CONCERNS OF PROSECUTORS
· Could the size of the reward create a “motive to fabricate” which might jeopardize the “Informer’s Privilege” to the point of requiring disclosure of the informer’s identity?
· Could the size of the reward paid affect the degree of credibility of the Witness if the witness is also the reward recipient?

· If the supplemental reward is dependent upon and not earned until there is a “conviction”, how will the prosecution deal with a witness who was an informant who stands to receive a reward?
· What if the reward paid to an informant is increased if the informant agrees to testify as a witness?   Is this going to put the prosecutor in an ethical dilemma?
· If the prosecutor’s office has a voting member on the board of the organization offering a reward is the prosecutor at risk of violating Ethics Rules?

· If a large reward results from contributions from influential citizens, and if there is more media coverage due to the size of the reward, could this result in a costly change of venue which would require prosecutors, staff, and witnesses to be housed in hotels with out of town meals, and mileage and overtime?
