Cal Millar retired from the Toronto Star, Canada’s largest newspaper, after a lengthy career as a general assignment reporter. He travelled extensively to cover news events, including natural disasters, prison riots, airliner crashes and mass death hotel fires. His day-to-day news coverage focused on police, safety, security and crime issues and in the early 80s he took an interest in Crime Stoppers as the program spread from the United States to Canada and eventually to a worldwide crime solving organization. He became an ardent supporter of Crime Stoppers first as a member of the steering committee to establish Toronto’s program and served as a board member with Toronto Crime Stoppers until 2004. In recognition of his efforts he was appointed as an honorary detective with the Toronto Police Service. In retirement he moved from the Toronto area to Burlington where he joined the Halton Crime Stoppers board. Millar has authored five books, including his latest – What Is Crime Stoppers – and is currently working with Greg MacAleese on another book which will detail the history of Crime Stoppers. He also served as a director of Crime Stoppers International and editor of the Caller for a number of years when it was a monthly publication.
