CONCERNS OF LAW ENFORCEMENT
· Has the offeror of the third party reward conferred with the criminal investigators who are working this unsolved crime?
· Is this case one which would be helped by such a reward, or is the case one that is going to be solved within an acceptable period of time using leads law enforcement already possesses?

· Will the amount of the reward increase the number of frivolous or unfounded tips by untruthful or mentally unstable persons which cost law enforcement in time and money to investigate?

· Is this a reward which is continuing to increase daily, and if so, could this cause a tipster to delay communicating a crime solving tip until such time as the reward grows and plateaus? 

· Are there any terms or conditions in the reward being offered which attempt to impose upon law enforcement a duty or responsibility that did not otherwise exist?

· Are there any terms or conditions in the reward being offered which could reflect poorly upon law enforcement?  [Example:  If law enforcement does not solve the crime within one year, the third party reward money becomes a donation to Retired Peace Officers Retirement & Fishing Camp].

· If there are multiple claimants of the reward, will someone from our law enforcement agency be tasked with making a determination as to which person or persons are entitled to receive the reward, and if divided the proportion to be awarded to each claimant?
· Is the law enforcement agency a party to any contract or Memoranda of Agreement regarding this reward?

· Is there a self-insurance plan of the government, or an indemnity clause with the offeror of the reward which will protect the law enforcement agency and its employees if they are named as a party defendant in a civil suit for performing the role of determining who receives the reward and in what amount?
· What if the reward is paid to a member of the family of the criminal defendant and they use the reward money to pay an attorney who will try to attack  and discredit law enforcement in order to help the defendant?
