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What is Crime Stoppers?

Crime Stoppers began in Albuguerdue, New Mexico in September
1976 and is a partnership of the community, the media and law
enforcement designed to combat crime and keep our strests safe

Today there are some 1,200 Crime Stoppers programs in
communities around the world that take tips to assist investigators
t0 solve crimes including homicides, sexual assaults, drug trafficking
operations and robberies, just to name a few. Programs have also
recsived information that has prevented school shaoting and criminal
acts by terrorist organizations.

Crime Stoppers programs are operated as not for profit charities and
are managed by a volunteer board of directors who take
responsibility fundraising and paying rewards to individuals who
anonymous call with information that helps salve crime.

HOW EFFECTIVE IS CRIMESTOPPERS?
In those countries that have mature programs, Crime Stoppers calls now feature predominantly in solving crimes, and assist a significant number of investigations where all other leads have evaporated. Police in these countries now look to Crime Stoppers as the primary avenue for gathering information from the community.

Globally (since its origins in 1976), Crime Stoppers has been responsible for over:

· More than 100 million (est.) calls made

· Over $100,000,000 in rewards paid. 

· Over 1,000,000 crimes cleared 

· $1.6 billion of stolen property recovered. 

· Drugs recovered/confiscated at nearly $6.0 billion street value. 

· Over 600,000 arrests.

SETTING UP A CRIMESTOPPERS PROGRAM

If you are considering the establishment of a Crime Stoppers program, the following areas are vital to your success and planning. Use these areas as talking points and a guide for your activities, timelines, and objectives. They are in a logical priority order, however, it is important to consider each one: 

· Have you established your three-part relationship with the community, police and media? 
· Who will deal with your caller (informant) information? 
· Have you calculated a budget for your first three years? 
· Have you devised a Promotion and Marketing Plan? 
· Have you devised a Strategic Plan?
Does it allow your program to grow
at a realistic rate? 
· What will be your philosophy, policy and procedures for rewards? 
· What linkages are you planning with fellow, national and international Crime Stoppers bodies? 

You can become part of a worldwide non-government organization, affiliated with the United Nations (Office of Drugs and Crime – UNODC) and recognized as one of the best methods of promoting community safety.

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WHERE HAS CRIMESTOPPERS COME FROM?
In 1976, in Albuquerque, New Mexico USA, detectives investigating a particularly heinous homicide had run out of leads.
However, with the assistance of the local television station, detectives featured the crime in the news and sought any information from the public, no matter how seemingly unimportant or irrelevant. Anyone calling would not be asked questions about their identity, nor would they be required to be involved in the investigation or resulting trial.  A small reward was also offered.

Within two days of the television feature, the crime was solved!

Since 1976, Crime Stoppers has grown to over 1,200 programs operating in over 20 countries. Crime Stoppers International is the peak body that oversees this world-wide crime fighting body.
HOW DOES CRIMESTOPPERS WORK?
[image: image6.wmf]Crime Stoppers operates as a support to law enforcement, to bring forward criminal information 
that might not otherwise reach police.  Nearly all 
Crime Stoppers programs are governed by a community Board of Management.  The community Board of Management’s role is to
 …… “make the phones ring !”

Incoming information is received by a call-centre or other facility normally operated by the relevant 
police jurisdiction.  Crime Stoppers programs can 
be established at the municipal / county/ state / province / national / regional level.

The entire spectrum of crime is covered, and with 
the international union of Crime Stoppers’ programs, information can be obtained from all over the world, 
via a call to any local Crime Stoppers program.

THREE-WAY PARTNERSHIP

The community, media and the police all combine to make Crime Stoppers work.

The Community -
In addition to the community governing most Crime Stoppers’ programs, success depends upon all sectors of the public providing a steady flow of information about any crime.

Generally, Crime Stoppers programs are not government-funded and most rely upon corporate sponsorship and/or other forms of community philanthropy.

Sponsoring a Crime Stoppers program is an excellent opportunity for any organization to demonstrate its corporate benevolence, in a very positive program that significantly improves community safety.

The Media -
In nearly every Crime Stoppers program, the local/ regional television, radio, newspaper and internet media provide enormous support by promoting target crimes free-of-charge.  

More than just focusing on the crime, the media also educates the public on the means by which they can provide information to Crime Stoppers.

The Police –
Some Crime Stoppers programs operate outside of their police organizations, but calls are still confidential and secure, and information is still passed on to police.

As well as forwarding incoming Crime Stoppers’ information to investigators, in most countries 
the relevant police authority also nominates target crimes to be promoted.  

The police also provide feedback to the Crime Stoppers program in relation to the progress and/or results of investigations that have been assisted by Crime Stoppers information.

The fundamental difference between calls to Crime Stoppers and calls to the normal police emergency hotline is that Crime Stoppers: 
· callers are NOT asked their identity;

· calls are NOT taped or traced; and

· callers do NOT have to be involved in the ensuing investigation or trial.

Crime Stoppers has become a fundamental investigation tool and one of the most successful means of fighting crime.  It is so successful in solving crime, that criminals think twice about committing crimes in countries that have Crime Stoppers programs.
