IF A TIPSTER CALLS 911, INSTEAD OF CRIME STOPPERS
1. The call must come in on the 911 line.
2. The crime must be a crime against persons/violent crime with exigent circumstances where time is of the essence. 
3.  The caller must tell the dispatcher they want to be eligible for a Crime Stoppers reward.  (The dispatcher does not suggest that they report it to Crime Stoppers in order to be eligible for a reward.)
4. The caller must make the above statement at the time of the call, not call back at a later date or time and say it.
5. The dispatcher will then (and only then) instruct the caller they must immediately call the Crime Stoppers tipline number (417-782-8479) and report the crime.
6. The tipster must then initiate a call to Crime Stoppers and state that they just called 911 and now want to report it to Crime Stoppers, in order to be eligible for a reward.
