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CAMPUS CRIME STOPPERS

ACTING ON TIPS

Crime Stoppers of Michigan requires that all schools participating in the Campus Crime Stoppers program adhere to the following process:

1. A student calls the tip hotline and an operator in Canada takes the tipster’s information.

2. The hotline operator will contact Crime Stoppers of Michigan.

3. Crime Stoppers of Michigan will notify the principal and/or his or her designee, and give them the tip information via password-protected e-mail.

4. The password-protected e-mail will be immediately followed by a telephone call from Crime Stoppers alerting the principal or designee to the e-mailed tip.

5. All tips must be acted on immediately.  The principal/principal’s designee may remove a student from class.  The student may be interviewed and/or searched.  The student’s locker and/or car may also be searched depending on the nature of the tip.

6. To protect anonymity, a student must NEVER be told they are being interviewed or searched because of a Campus Crime Stoppers tip.

7. The Campus Crime Stoppers Program Manager will follow up on all tips routed to the principal or principal’s designee.

8. If a tip comes in over the weekend or during non-business hours, it will be forwarded to the principal/principal’s designee the next business day.


9. If a non-business hour or weekend tip is of an urgent nature, the call center will forward the tip to the Michigan State Police.
