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PREFACE

Because crime can leave a profound mark on our youth, school safety has become an emotional issue that has shot to the forefront of national and local sentiment.  The Campus Crime Stoppers Program shows students how they are capable of changing their institutions into safer, more enjoyable places to live and learn.  The program was started in 1983 by the Boulder Police Department in Colorado and continues to expand momentously to educational institutions across the U.S., Guam, Canada, and England.  
Safe City Commission Crime Stoppers has implemented several changes to the Tarrant County program in order to ensure that the anonymity of each student is held at the utmost importance.  According to the Office of the Governor, “Crime Stoppers programs in the schools should be operated like the adult Crime Stoppers programs which can better protect Crime Stoppers informants by not accepting tips in person or having face-to-face encounters (Texas Crime Stoppers Manual, 129).”  Anonymity of each student is essential in order for the program to succeed.
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HOW IT WORKS
This internationally recognized program allows students to provide anonymous tips in order to help the school administration and local law enforcement solve crimes.  The students in Tarrant County will receive a monetary reward ranging from $10 - $1,000 if the tip proves instrumental in solving the crime.  This Campus Crime Stoppers Program promotes school spirit, pride and responsibility and allows students to take action against victimization and crime in their school.

The Tarrant County program is offered to secondary schools (grades 6 – 12) and universities.  The success of the program often depends directly upon the support of the school administration.  The more encouragement and publicity the administration gives the program, the more successful the program on each campus is likely to be.

The program is operated in partnership with Safe City Commission Crime Stoppers and the school administrators, school resource officers, and an optional student board on each campus.  The optional student board may be composed of students appointed to market and advertise the program, raise funds, and review and publicize information about crimes related to their campus on behalf of Crime Stoppers.  
Safe City Commission Crime Stoppers is responsible for handling the Campus Crime Stoppers hotline and website, providing monthly statistical reports to each campus upon request, assisting with advertising campaigns, program oversight, and authorization and payment of rewards.  Safe City Commission will be the only agency to disperse the reward funds.  
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ROLES & RESPONSIBILITES
Safe City Commission, Inc Board of Directors – The Safe City Commission Board of Directors have the ultimate direction and decision-making authority with regard to each program under the umbrella of the Safe City Commission.  

Safe City Commission Crime Stoppers Standing Committee – The Safe City Commission Board of Directors has delegated direction of the Crime Stoppers program to the Safe City Commission Crime Stoppers Standing Committee.  The committee will be responsible for the Campus Crime Stoppers program, particularly the review and approval of tip rewards, based on the recommendations of the Safe City Commission staff.  

Safe City Commission Campus Crime Stoppers Program Coordinator – The Safe City Commission Crime Stoppers program coordinator, an employee of the Safe City Commission, Inc, will be designated as the program coordinator for all Campus Crime Stoppers programs in Tarrant County.  The program coordinator’s responsibilities include but are not limited to, the following:

1. Serve as the primary contact for all Campus Crime Stoppers issues;

2. Serve as the liaison between the school administration and the Safe City Commission Crime Stoppers Standing Committee;

3. Supervise the Crime Stoppers Call Center;

4. Administer and maintain the Safe City Commission Crime Stoppers website;

5. Prepare monthly campus statistical reports for each participating school;

6. Oversee all major promotional and fundraising activities;

7. Present information about the Campus Crime Stoppers program to schools and local organizations;
8. Provide information on new initiatives for curbing crime.

FWPD Campus Crime Stoppers Officer – The Fort Worth Police Department Campus Crime Stoppers Officer will be designated as the Officer Coordinator for Fort Worth ISD, Crowley ISD, Eagle Mountain-Saginaw ISD, Everman ISD, Keller ISD, and Lake Worth ISD. The Officer Coordinator’s responsibilities include but are not limited to, the following:
1. Serve as the official liaison to the school resource sergeants and the Fort Worth school resource officers assigned to each school;
2. Maintain the campus tip software and tip disposition return sheets;

3. Present information about the Campus Crime Stoppers program to schools and local organizations.

School Resource Officer – The school resource officer assigned to each middle and high school campus will be designated as that school’s Crime Stoppers Officer.  The school resource officer’s responsibilities include but are not limited to, the following:
1. Serve as a resource for the student body and the administration;

2. Maintain offense reports by keeping them updated, accurate, and secure;

3. Maintain tip files received from Safe City Commission Crime Stoppers by keeping them updated, accurate, and secure;

4. Maintain communication with the Safe City Commission Campus Crime Stoppers Program Coordinator and/or the FWPD Campus Crime Stoppers Officer in regards to the status of each tip and provide the response in a timely manner;
5. Provide information to the student boards on various crimes to be publicized by Crime Stoppers throughout the campus;
6. Provide information regarding the Crime Stoppers program to any interested parties;

7. Support the student body, the school administration, and the Safe City Commission in all their efforts in curbing crime.  
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OFFENSE REPORTS 
As a component of the Campus Crime Stoppers program, all victims (including students, teachers, administrators, or staff) of campus-based crimes are urged to report offenses to a school administrator/school resource officer by using an offense report.  If applicable, the victim is urged to also file an official report (including the incident report form) with a law enforcement agency.  Only the designated school resource officer maintains these reports.  The incident report:
1. describes the offense, the stolen or vandalized property amount;

2. gives the student board offenses to publicize and solve, and
3. gives the victim(s) of campus-based offenses the sense that something can and is being done to solve offenses occurring on campus.

The school resource officer in charge of maintaining the incident reports will be in charge of presenting the reports, excluding the victim’s name, to the student board for further action.  
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PUBLICIZING OFFENSES
Publicizing the crime is essential in solving the offense.  Generally, the more a crime is publicized the greater the chances it will be solved.  The school administration, school resource officer, and/or the student board will be in charge of publicizing offenses on campus and promoting Crime Stoppers, which encourages anonymous tipsters to come forward and give information on the specific crime(s).  Offenses should be publicized by utilizing available resources such as school newspapers, flyers, public announcements, bulletin boards, or any other creative administration-approved medium.  All forms of media used to publicize the offense must include the Crime Stoppers phone number and website: 817-469-TIPS (8477) and www.469tips.com.

The program coordinator for the Safe City Commission can also add information to your school’s page on the Safe City Commission Crime Stoppers website, www.469tips.com, in the Campus Crime Stoppers “Crime of the Week” section.  To submit a “Crime of the Week” or other information for your campus, please send the text by email to rchutchian@safecitycommission.org or fax to 817-877-5923.  
Rewards may be affixed to the publication as long as the reward guidelines are followed.  See the Reward Guidelines for approved reward amounts for each offense.  Only Safe City Commission Crime Stoppers Standing Committee has the authority to raise or lower the reward amounts based on the severity of the crime.

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REPORTING TIPS
There are two primary methods for a student to report information about a particular crime and remain completely anonymous and confidential.
1. The student may call the Crime Stoppers hotline at 817-469-TIPS (8477).  All calls are answered in the Safe City Commission Crime Stoppers Call Center, located in Fort Worth.  Calls are answered by a live call-taker from 8:00 am – midnight.  If a student calls after-hours, he/she will be given instructions via Call Notes as to how to proceed.  There is no caller ID and calls are NOT recorded.  Student tipsters will be issued a tip number, which will be used in all future correspondence.  This number ensures anonymity, helps track information, and is used in collecting rewards.  

2. The student may also submit a tip online through the Safe City Commission Crime Stoppers website at www.469tips.com.   The student may click on “Submit a Campus Tip”, which will open to a form on a new screen.  The form prompts the student to give various details about the crime that occurred and suspect information.  When the form is complete, the student clicks on “Submit” and is given a confirmation number, which will be used in all future correspondence, and the phone number to call and check status and/or collect a reward.  The tip is sent to the Safe City Commission Crime Stoppers Call Center for further action.
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TIP DISSEMINATION
All tips received via call center or website will be disseminated to the appropriate contact by the Safe City Commission Crime Stoppers call takers for investigation.

Tips received about a campus in Fort Worth ISD, Crowley ISD, Eagle Mountain-Saginaw ISD, Everman ISD, Keller ISD, or Lake Worth ISD  will be forwarded to the Campus Crime Stoppers Officer Coordinator through the Fort Worth Police Department.  He/she will be responsible for contacting the corresponding school resource officer and/or administrator on that campus.  The Coordinator will send non-emergency tip information via email and will contact the school resource officer and/or administrator by phone for tips that need immediate attention and then follow-up with an email. 

Tips received about a campus in Arlington ISD, Azle ISD, Birdville ISD, Carroll ISD, Castleberry ISD, Grapevine-Colleyville ISD, Hurst-Euless-Bedford ISD, Kennedale ISD, Mansfield ISD, or White Settlement ISD will be forwarded to the school resource officer and/or administrator directly by the Safe City Commission Crime Stoppers call takers.  The call takers will send non-emergency tip information via email and will contact the school resource officer and/or administrator by phone for tips that need immediate attention and then follow-up with an email.  
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INVESTIGATION AND DISPOSITION OF TIP INFORMATION
The school resource officer and/or administrator will handle the investigation including the detection of suspects, recovering stolen property, and assessing disciplinary action for violation of the offenses listed in the student handbook.  Accompanying the tip information sent in each email will be a Tip Disposition Return Sheet.  When the investigation is complete, whether or not it leads to an arrest or disciplinary action, the sheet MUST be returned. The information on the Sheet will be used to close tips that were not useful as well as determine the reward for tips that lead to an arrest or disciplinary action.  Returning the information in a timely manner will preserve the integrity of the program.  Safe City Commission Crime Stoppers will not be able to pay the student without this information.
Tip Disposition Return Sheets from Fort Worth ISD, Crowley ISD, Eagle Mountain-Saginaw ISD, Everman ISD, Keller ISD, or Lake Worth ISD  can be returned to the Campus Crime Stoppers Officer Coordinator through the Fort Worth Police Department via fax or email.  

Tip Disposition Return Sheets from Arlington ISD, Azle ISD, Birdville ISD, Carroll ISD, Castleberry ISD, Grapevine-Colleyville ISD, Hurst-Euless-Bedford ISD, Kennedale ISD, Mansfield ISD, or White Settlement ISD can be returned to the Safe City Commission Crime Stoppers program coordinator via fax or email.  
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PAYMENT/COLLECTION OF REWARDS
Tip rewards are calculated once a month based on the Tip Disposition Return Sheets and information collected by the Safe City Commission Crime Stoppers Call Center.  A report of the proposed reward amounts for each campus tip will be provided at the Safe City Commission Crime Stoppers Standing Committee meeting the 3rd Wednesday of every month.  The committee will review the report and vote for the approval of the suggested reward amounts.  Rewards are only approved once per month.  
When a student tipster contacts the call center to check the status on a tip and the tip is “cleared by an arrest” and eligible for pay, the call center will provide the student tipster with a code word and reward amount.  The student tipster will also be given instructions on which bank to pick up the reward.  The following Chase Bank Tarrant County branches will be available:

The student tipster will never be required to give any form of identification, except the tip number and random code word that were assigned by the call center. The student tipster will receive cash.  Reward money will not be available until the following Monday after the Safe City Commission Standing Committee meeting.
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RECORDS
All Crime Stoppers records MUST be maintained separately from school records.  The Crime Stoppers tip information may NOT be included in any case file. The school resource officer and/or administrator may keep copies of the Crime Stoppers tip reports for three (3) months and then the documents must be shredded.  

CAMPUS STATISTICAL REPORTS
The program coordinator for Safe City Commission Crime Stoppers will generate statistical reports for each participating campus.  Reports will be emailed to a school administrator and/or school resource officer upon request.  Campus statistical reports include the following information:

· Page 1 gives a breakdown by crime type, number of tips received, number of arrests made, and number of cases cleared for the previous month and year-to-date.  

· Page 2 gives a breakdown by crime type, number of tips received, number of arrests made, and number of cases cleared for each quarter.

· Page 3 gives a monthly, quarterly, and year-to-date breakdown of the following: tips received, arrests made, cases cleared, number of rewards approved, total value of rewards approved, number of weapons recovered, total property recovered, and amount of drugs seized.
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PUBLICIZING THE SUCCESS OF THE PROGRAM
Advertise the program successes to students and parents.  For instance, advertising for Crime Stoppers can be accomplished through the school newspaper, flyers, or a newsletter.  Utilize school and community resources to accomplish this, ensuring continued participation and support.  The more notice a program receives, the more successful a program becomes.
FUNDING

Safe City Commission Crime Stoppers will be responsible for paying tip rewards through funds received from the Tarrant County Criminal Courts.  

Fundraisers are an optional activity for each school.  The money raised could be used to help promote and publicize the program on campus.  Each school should consider raising additional funds used to buy T-shirts for the student board, pay for an end of the year celebration, pay travel expenses to a state conference, or cover any other possible program expense that may be incurred.  Funds raised at a particular school will not become part of the general Crime Stoppers fund; the funds will belong to the school.  All fundraising activities shall comply with school standards and guidelines.  
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FREQUENTLY ASKED QUESTIONS

· What is a Crime Stoppers tip? 
Crime Stoppers tips include information about unsolved crimes, drugs, theft, vandalism, graffiti, and possession of weapons.  Only tips received through the Crime Stoppers hotline or Crime Stoppers website are eligible for Crime Stoppers rewards.

· What is NOT a Crime Stoppers tip?

The Campus Crime Stoppers program is not a substitute for the 9-1-1 emergency system.  In the event of an emergency, students are encouraged to contact a school administrator or the school resource officer immediately!  This is considered a “civic duty” and will not be eligible for a reward since the identity of the informant is initially revealed.  Information received in person, through face-to-face communication, or where an informant makes his or her identify known is not eligible for a Crime Stoppers reward.  

· How may a student report a tip on campus?

If a student approaches a school administrator, staff member, or officer and would like to provide a Campus Crime Stoppers tip, it is suggested that the student be allowed a private area – such as an office, the library, etc – to use the phone or a computer to report the information to Crime Stoppers.  The school administrator, staff member, or officer should give the student privacy to report the information so they will not be liable or subpoenaed to court in the future to divulge the student’s identity and the information provided.
· What if a student reports the tip information to a school administrator or office instead of contacting Crime Stoppers initially?
Only tips received through the Crime Stoppers hotline or website will be eligible to receive a Crime Stoppers reward.  All tips given through face-to-face contact are considered a “civic duty” and will not be eligible for a Crime Stoppers reward because the tipster’s identity is known.  
· How much does it cost each school to participate?
Nothing!!  There is no fee to participate in Campus Crime Stoppers.  The only requirement is to publicize on campus – posters, cards, and other promotional materials will be provided at no charge – and designate an individual to follow up on each tip.

· Are student boards required in order to participate in the program?
Student boards are optional.  Crime Stoppers is sustainable as a stand alone program.

ARTICLE I: NAME AND LOCATION

Campus Crime Stoppers will deal with criminal issues that occur on campus or at any school-district sponsored events.
ARTICLE II: MEMBERSHIP

.  



Campus Crime Stoppers shall consist of the officer coordinator, one (1) campus sponsor, and the student advisory board of directors.  



Campus Crime Stoppers shall have members join at any scheduled monthly meeting of their respective campus Crime Stoppers board.
Section I: Qualifications:

a. Members will adhere to all school board policies.

b. Members will adhere to Section II-Probation and Section III-Removal.

Section II: Probation:

a. A member that does not meet passing requirements of an academic course shall be considered as an “inactive member” due to “scholastic deficiencies.”

b. An “inactive member” is under a period of three weeks of scholastic probation, in which all regular membership privileges have been temporarily revoked.

c. An “inactive member” has a three week period to be removed from “scholastic deficiency” status.

Section III: Removal:

a. In the event an “inactive member” does not meet passing requirements, after a probationary period of three weeks.

b. “Scholastically Removed” status refers to a student not in good standing as an “active member”; said student will be removed from the membership list.

Section IV: Appeal: The “inactive member” shall have the right to appeal to the campus Crime Stoppers advisory board, campus sponsor, Crime Stoppers officer coordinator, and principal.  Final decision shall be made by the administration with all due consideration for the board’s concern.

Section V: Reinstatement: An “inactive member” is removed from probationary status, and reinstated as an “active member” with full privileges thereof, provided he/she has met passing requirements on all courses, after the three week probationary period.

ARTICLE III: BOARD OF ADVISORS
Section I: Composition: The number of advisors comprising the advisory board shall be not less than five (5) nor more than fifteen (15) and will be composed of students, campus administrator, and the campus Crime Stoppers sponsor.  The number of advisors comprising the board may be changed from time to time by amendments of these bylaws.  The student members shall be representatives of the demographic population of the campus.

Section II: Term of Office: A term of office shall begin in May and shall normally be for one (1) school year.  An advisor may be re-appointed by the campus Crime Stoppers sponsor for another one (1) year term, the objective being insofar as practical, to have some continuity from year to year.  The new members shall apply in the spring proceeding the following school year.  The applicants may be recommended by the administration, campus sponsor, or the current board.

Section III: Removal: Any advisor may be removed by the administration with just cause.  Just cause may be defined as, but not limited to, a grade in any six (6) week period below a seventy (70), violation of school policy, city state, or federal laws, and excessive absences from regular meetings without reasonable cause.  An “inactive advisory status” will be given.

Section IV: Appeal: The “inactive advisor” shall have the right to appeal to the campus Crime Stoppers sponsor, Crime Stoppers officer coordinator, and principal in that exact order.

Section V: Reinstatement: An “inactive advisor” is reinstated subject to review by the campus Crime Stoppers sponsor, Crime Stoppers officer coordinator, and principal.

Section VI: Enumerated Powers: In managing the affairs of Crime Stoppers, the board shall specifically have, but not be limited to the power to:

A. Adopt standing rules;

B. Provide for adequate publicity;

C. Have a fund raising campaign with the approval of the administration, and

D. Provide special awareness, prevention, and intervention programs on drugs, gangs, and violence.

ARTICLE IV: CAMPUS CRIME STOPPERS SPONSOR

Section I: Appointment: The campus Crime Stoppers sponsor shall be selected by the administration.

Section II: Term of Office: A term of office shall begin in May and shall be for one year.  A sponsor may be re-appointed for another term, provided all applications to that position have been disbursed by the campus principal.  

Section III: Removal: Any campus Crime Stoppers sponsor may be removed by the principal with just cause.  If the campus Crime Stoppers sponsor is thought to be ineffective by members of the advisory board, then the board shall have the right to appeal to the principal.  The final decision shall be made by the administration.

Section IV: Appeal: The campus Crime Stoppers sponsor shall have the right to appeal to the principal and the administration.

Section V: Reinstatement: The campus Crime Stoppers sponsor will have an “inactive sponsor status” removed, provided he/she has been cleared of all deficiencies.

ARTICLE V: MEETINGS OF ADVISORS

Section I: Regular Meetings: The advisory board shall hold no less than one (1) regular meeting per month.  The regular location for all meetings will be determined by the advisory board.  The date, time, and location of the regular meetings can be changed by the President or sponsor by twenty-four (24) hours advanced notice.

Section II: Special Meetings: Special meetings of the advisory board may be called by the officer coordinator, sponsor, or by the President of the board, with the approval of the sponsor.  Notice of special meetings shall be given to all board members.

Section III: Quorum: A quorum shall be a majority of the number of members of the advisory board presently serving.  

Section IV: Attendance: Members of the advisory board shall be required to attend scheduled meetings.  An advisor who misses two meetings in a single year will continue in a probationary status.  An advisor shall be replaced after missing three meetings unexcused, whether or not absences are consecutive in nature.

ARTICLE VI: OFFICERS AND DUTIES

Section I: Officers: The officers of each student board shall constitute the school’s Campus Crime Stoppers program, a subcommittee of 


 Campus Crime Stoppers.  The officers shall include, but not be limited to, the President, Vice-President, Second Vice-President, Secretary, Treasurer, Historian and a Reporter.  The officers shall be appointed by the campus Crime Stoppers sponsor, with the approval of the principal and officer coordinator.

Section II: Term: A term of office shall be for one (1) year and shall begin in May and continue until the following May.

Section III: Vacancies: A vacancy shall be filled by the board with a member in good standing.

Section IV: Duties and Powers: The officers shall perform the duties and exercise the powers prescribed by these bylaws.  The officer coordinator shall serve in an advisory capacity to the board as an interpreter to students.  These duties and powers shall include but not be limited to the following:

A. The campus Crime Stoppers sponsor shall:

1. Be a faculty member or administrator at the school.  

2. Serve in a supervisory, advisory, directional, informational capacity and carry out other such duties as herein prescribed by these bylaws.

3. Maintain official liaison with the Safe City Commission Crime Stoppers program coordinator, the campus officer coordinator, and other agencies outside the school.

B. The President shall:

1. Be the principal officer of the school’s Campus Crime Stoppers program.

2. Preside at all meetings of the advisory board and the executive committee.

3. Appoint standing committee chairpersons and members, and create special committees and appoint a chair and members thereof as the need arises.

4. Be an ex-officio member of every committee.

C. The Vice-President shall:

1. Assume such duties as may be assigned by the President.

2. In the absence of the President, preside at all advisory board and executive committee meetings, and assume all duties of the President.

D. The Second Vice-President shall:

1. Assume all duties of the President upon the absence of the President and the Vice-President.

2. Serve as the Publicity Committee Chairperson.

E. The Secretary shall:

1. Record the proceedings of all meetings of the advisory board of directors and any other meeting held.

2. Provide each member with a copy of the minutes from the past meeting.

3. Provide a copy of all recorded proceedings of all meetings for the Safe City Commission Crime Stoppers program coordinator, the campus officer coordinator, and the administration.

4. Assume such duties as may be assigned by the President, advisory board, or executive committee.

F. The Treasurer shall:

1. Make financial reports at each meeting of the board.

2. Keep financial records of the campus Crime Stoppers funds raised in the school.

3. Be responsible for organizing and directing fund raising activities.  

4. Serve as the Fundraising Committee Chairperson.

G. The Historian shall:

1. Be the official liaison to the school newspaper and provide adequate publicity in said media.

H. The Reporter shall:

1. Write any reports on special cases to be submitted to the Safe City Commission Crime Stoppers for approval.

2. Write an article monthly to be included in the school paper.

3. Submit articles to the Safe City Commission Crime Stoppers to be included on the Campus Crime Stoppers website.

ARTICLE VII: COMMITTEES

Section I: Standing Committees: There may be standing committees to deal with the following subjects:

A. Fundraising (Chaired by the Treasurer)

B. Publicity (Chaired by the Second Vice-President)

Section II: Special Committees: Special committees may be created by the President.

Section III: Executive Committee: There shall be an executive committee composed of the seven officers and the campus Crime Stoppers sponsor.

ARTICLE VIII: NOMINATIONS AND APPOINTMENTS

Section I: Nominations: The campus Crime Stoppers sponsor shall ask for nominations from faculty members, other administrators, and students.

Section II: The administrator and campus Crime Stoppers sponsor shall determine the advisory board and officers.

Section III: If vacancies occur, they shall be filled in accordance with the provisions of Section I and II of this article.

Section IV: New board members shall be notified appropriately.

ARTICLE IX: HANDLING OF INFORMATION

Section I: Confidentiality: The student members shall not be given information as to the identity of the victim, perpetrator, or informant.  Said information shall be kept in strictest confidence by the office coordinator and Safe City Commission Crime Stoppers.

ARTICLE X: CONTRIBUTIONS

Section I: Contributions: Any contribution made specifically to 



Campus Crime Stoppers shall be in accordance with district policy and shall be deposited with the campus budget department.  Any contribution made to the Safe City Commission Crime Stoppers program shall be deposited into the Safe City Commission Crime Stoppers account and the use of said monies shall be limited only to the extent as prescribed by the bylaws of Safe City Commission, Inc.  
ARTICLE XI: PARLIAMENTARY AUTHORITY

Section I: Robert Rules of Order, newly revised, shall be the parliamentary authority for all matters of procedures.  The campus Crime Stoppers sponsor may suspend these rules for informal meetings.

ARTICLE XII: MEETING PROCEDURES

Section I: The following meeting procedures will be followed at all meetings:

1. Call to Order

2. Roll Call of Officers

3. Welcome and Recognition of Guests

4. Secretary Reads Minutes, Discussion and Correction, and Vote of Approval.

5. Committee Reports (Fundraising, Publicity, Special)

6. Officer Coordinator Report (Rewards Approved by Safe City Commission Crime Stoppers)

7. Old Business

8. New Business

9. Adjournment of Meeting
