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Campus Crime Stoppers

Guidelines

Goals:

The goal of this program is to make the environment in schools safer by providing a way for students to secretly report the presence of dangerous weapons, drugs, acts of bullying, thefts and damage to school property.  Campus Crime Stoppers encourages students to empower themselves by using the tip hotline to report crimes.

Scope:

This program is available to all high school students whose schools choose to join the program.  When a tip leads to disciplinary action and/or the recovery of drugs, stolen or damaged property, or weapons, a $100 reward will be paid.  If more than one tip is received about the same situation, Campus Crime Stoppers will pay the reward on the first tip that was most helpful.  The school with the most actionable tips will receive a quarterly donation to its student council of an amount to be determined by the Campus Crime Stoppers Schools Committee.  Definition of School Property: For the purposes of this program, school property shall include buildings, grounds, vehicles or any area under direct control of the school.
Maintaining Anonymity/Secrecy:

When following up on a Campus Crime Stoppers tip, school administrators should NEVER tell students they are being searched because of a Campus Crime Stoppers tip.  The accused students(s) and/or their close friends may try to intimidate their classmates to see if they can find out who called in the tip.  Some students therefore, may be hesitant to call the hotline number for fear of retaliation.

Reporting Procedure:

Parties wishing to report a crime can reach the tip hotline by calling 1-800-SPEAKUP (1-800-773-2587).  Crime Stoppers does not record calls.  Crime Stoppers does not use caller I.D.  The caller will not be asked to give his or her name.  To maintain confidentiality, the caller will be given an I.D. number.  The caller must use the I.D. number to track the progress of the tip and claim any reward.  Campus Crime Stoppers will only pay rewards if the information is provided to the Crime Stoppers tip hotline.  Campus Crime Stoppers does not pay rewards for information about students with tobacco.  Students should contact a school staff member about tips regarding a student with tobacco.  Please communicate this policy to your students in an assembly, in your televised announcements, or in writing.
Tip Tracking Procedure:

Participating schools must provide a “live” contact person to Campus Crime Stoppers so information can be passed to the school in a timely manner.  Campus Crime Stoppers will not leave tip information on a voice mail recording.  When a tip is received, the information will be e-mailed to the principal or the principal’s designee.  The e-mail will be password protected.  Each principal or principal’s designee will provide his or her own password to the Campus Crime Stoppers Program Manager.  After a tip has been e-mailed, it will be immediately followed up by a telephone call from Crime Stoppers to notify the principal/principal’s designee of the e-mailed tip.  The tip can only be retrieved by entering a password.  The Campus Crime Stoppers Program Manager will follow up on all tips routed to the principal or the principal’s designee.
Reward Payment Procedure:

In the event a tip results in disciplinary action, the tipster will be eligible to claim a $100 reward.  When calling to claim the reward, the tipster must be able to provide the identification number given to them when they called in the tip.  Arrangements for the anonymous payment will be communicated to the tipster.
